= To acknowledge (sin) to God or to a priest.
= To receive the confession of (a penitent).
= To declare faith in or adherence to: profess
Thanksaqiving
= The act of giving thanks; grateful acknowledgment of benefits or favors, especially to

God.

= An expression of thanks, especially to God.
= A public celebration in acknowledgment of divine favor or kindness.
= A day set apart for giving thanks to God.

Supplication

= Also known as petitioning. Is a form of prayer, wherein one party humbly or
earnestlyasks another party to provide something, either for the party who is
doing the supplicating?
