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What Does Psalm 139:14 Mean by “Fearfully and

EQUIP Wonderfully Made?”

Psalm 139:14 says that God made all the delicate, inner parts of my body. He knit me together within
my mother’'s womb. | was made wonderfully complex. God knew me as He was painstakingly
designing me with much loving care.

You are created and designed with a purpose. And the blueprints of yours are similar to other human
beings but they’re not exactly the same. You are unique—and so as the other human.

God Created You with Love On Purpose
You were made with a hole in the center of your soul that only one thing fits. Until you find that

very specific something, you will never be fulfilled. And that very specific something is God
Himself. You were designed with an intense need of your Creator, God. Without a relationship
with Him, you will always be searching for something to fill that void.

Drugs, alcohol, food, money, sex, material goods, occupations, hobbies, travel, success,
fame—these are some of the ways in which we try to fill that empty space inside. But none of
those things will ever fill it. You'll never be happy with who you are today unless you begin to
praise God for creating you just as you are - fearfully and wonderfully made.

Stop Looking at Everyone Else and Look to God
When you do finally realize that without God you are unable to make the most of yourself,

that’s when things begin to change. The clay cannot mold itself no matter how hard it tries.
However, God, the Potter, cannot only mold His clay but He also knows what His original
design of you was. He is both a Potter and an Architect with a Master Plan.

We all have weaknesses that sometimes make us feel like we are of no use. But God’s grace
is sufficient to cover our weaknesses. More than that, God’s power is made perfect in our
weaknesses.

Each life matters.

You matter. Often, our significance is hidden from us by forces of evil, our own sinful nature, or
the sinful acts of others. But each of us began with God, was uniquely designed by God, is
made in His image, and is assigned to our times. His eye is on us.

Only God can design and create a human soul.

Yes, there is a physical, biological process that occurs between humans or in medical
laboratories that ignites the reproductive process but infusing a biological being with a soul is
God’s business.

Even with the great medical advances of our modern times, the line between life and death is
still a “fearful” mystery, and each birth remains a moment of awe. Someone unlike anyone else
has entered or left this world. Being present in those moments means understanding the
reverence and sanctity of being “fearfully” made.
