Festivals in the Philippines typically begin with a bang: a procession of dancers wearing brightly
colored costumes and props made entirely of recycled or local materials, music from a band, a
friendly competition for the best-decorated houses, a mass in honor of the patron saint of the town or
province, and a substantial feast for all.

Each festival also includes a variety of events, such as sporting competitions, pageants, and
performances by cultural groups. Every event has a distinct theme that characterizes the festival's
vibe.
