• The majestic Machhapuchhre (Fishtail) mountain symbolizes 

Pokhara’s Himalayan grandeur, attracting trekkers and nature lovers 
worldwide.

• The serene lake with a traditional boat reflects Pokhara’s title as the 
City of Lakes, adding to its charm and tranquility.

• The rolling green hills represent Pokhara’s picturesque ecosystems, 
forests, and landscapes that make it a haven for outdoor enthusi-
asts.

• The colorful rolling hills symbolize Pokhara’s cultural diversity, cele-
