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Installing plugin

There are two ways to install WooCommerce Trustpay Gateway plugin for WordPress.

Installing plugin using WordPress plugin installer

1. Login into your WordPress dashboard (http://yourdomain.com/wp-admin/).

From admin dashboard select Plugins -> Add New.
